A Covenant Affirmation: We affirm the church as a fellowship of 
believers characterized by mutual participation and sharing of the new 
life in Christ. Membership in the Covenant is Profession of personal 
faith and is open to all believers. We observe Baptism and Holy 
Communion as sacraments commanded by Jesus. We practice both 
infant and believer baptism and we believe in the priesthood of all 
believers- that is, we all share in the ministry of the church.
